
Some Features We're Noting about the Chronological Life 

Application Study Bible 

 Life Application in the name 
is carried out by the many 
footnotes, tables, etc. that tell the 
relevance of the Bible to one’s 
own life as well as many of these 
features pertaining to history, etc.  
o The Life Application 
approach increases ones faith rather than 
diminishes it as some treatments of Bible history 
do  

 The chronological ordering helps to make sense of the historical 
aspects of the Bible  

o The two graphs at the right show how the books of the Bible 
are put in time order and that some of the books are divided 
up so verses of various books that deal with the same topic 
are placed together. Some of the other books split up and 
interspersed are Numbers, Second Samuel, First and Second 
Kings, First and Second Chronicles, Ezra, Psalms, Proverbs, 
Isaiah, Jeremiah, Ezekiel, Daniel, and Acts.  

o For the Gospels this is called the Harmony of the Gospels  

 On pages 1260 to 1268 of the Chronological 
Bible is a chart showing this ordering and the 
number of verses each Gospel devotes to a 
particular event.
